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Last Two Weeks

Students were engaged in various activities,
including diagnostic assessments. These activities
allowed teachers to understand where students
begin their learning journey. This information will
assist teachers with planning, implementing, and
differentiating instructional materials. Classes
were engaged in discussions and practices
concerning classroom routines and rules. Students
have settled into class quite well, and we are all
looking forward to the year ahead.

These Two Weeks

The first week will engage the students with
teacher read-a-louds to model our first reading
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strategy of story elements. Students will learn
about recognizing characters, settings, and events
within a story. Students will then engage in
identifying these elements in small groups.
Students will share their information within their
group while the teacher listens to the discussions
and asks clarifying questions. Writing will
concentrate on sentence mechanics such as
subject + verb agreement and using revising
techniques to self-correct.

Newsletters

Each week, parents will receive a newsletter with
information about the work we are doing to develop
students’ speaking, listening, reading, and writing skills
and other necessary learning habits. Newsletters help
parents understand what is happening in class so they
can support their children. Thank you for taking an
active role in your child’s learning.

Homework

Monday, homework will focus on reading and is due on
Tuesday at the beginning of class. This will be
discussed in class on Tuesday.

Tuesday's homework will focus on writing and is due
on Thursday at the beginning of class. This will allow
us to practise our writing skills and grammar points.

Thursday, homework will focus on reading and
completing their Reading Log in their homework
notebook, due Friday at the beginning of class.
Students are to read in English for 15 - 20 minutes.
